The pictures of the 12 winners will be published in the 2012 calendar of Kaolin JSC. The winning young talents are awarded with painting boxes. 

Kaolin JSC, BCMG, BAAMP and St.Ivan Rilski University of Mining and Geology, Iliya Petrov City Art Gallery of Razgrad and Ruse City Art Gallery will give special awards: mini-laptop, camera, drawing tripod and a Bulgaria’s Mineral Wealth collection of samples. 50 more young participants  will receive attractive awards.
